Wayne County Man Conducts
Experiments on Brome
Used in Pasture.

In an article entitled “Rrome N

Intended for Seed” by L. C. Newell
of the department of agronomy,
University of Nebraska, in the
May 4 issue of the Nebraska
Farmer, N. F. Schroeder, a farmer
living' near Hoskins, featured
for a brome grass pasture trial he
conducted.

“Arcas intended for seed harvest
should be deferred from spring
.grazing. The best time to graze
these fields is following seed har-
vest, when pasture is available in
the green leafy growth remaining
after the seed 1s combined. This|
aftermath will maintain several |
animals per acre and littde harm
can come through heavy usage at
this time. Root reserves have bern
huilt up to the highest point by
allowing the plant to grow until
the seed is mature.  Although
brome grass is normally used to
best advantage as pasture during
the ¢pring months, grazing during
summer months as suggested
makes possible an extension of the
brome grass pasture season.

“The results on seed yields of
pasturing brome grass during the
spring months were demonstrated
by a pasture trial conducted by
N. F. Schroeder of Hoskins, at the
suggestion of the writer. An old
field of brome grass which had
been in pasture for a number of
vears was chosen for the experi-
ment. By means of an electric
fence which was easily shifted to
different positions, the ficld was
divided so that beef cattle from an|
adjoining pasture could graze the
subdivisions. Part of the field was
completely deferred while two
other areas were pastured from
May 2 till May 11 and from May 2
until May 25.

“The different parts of the field
were harvested separately. The
area which was not grazed at all
produced at the rate of 500 pounds

r acre. Light. grazing tiil May.11
‘Yeduced yields to 400 pounds and
heavy grazing till May 25 reduced
yields to 100 pounds. From this
experience it would seem inadvis-
able to graze during the spring.
Grazing beyond May 1. the normal
time at which, the heads are begin-
ning to emerge above the ground
in shoots, tends to decrease seed
vields.” .
