percent and the income tax rate of 16
_percent.

status quo. Gov. J. James Exon, State
Tax Commissioner Wiliam. Peters, State.
Treasurer Frank Marsh and State Audi-
for Ray A.C. Johnson voted for continua-
tion of the current rates.

‘Beermann thought the Iincome fax
should have been boosted to 17 percent. .

“The establishment of higher tax rates
is not a normal, routine or pleasant
function .of..2..candidate seeking votes,”
said Beermann. whe was on the primary
election ballot for renomination on the
Republlcan ticket.

But he said he betleves the Department
of Revenue’s prediction on future re-
venues won’t bring In enough money by
the end of the year. Beermann said re-
appropriations, as well as appropriations
made by the Legislature this year, should
have been taken Into consideration when.

Young doctors
fookiag for a place to practice have many
opportunities. Those communities who
show the most interesf, offer the best in
services and facilities and have that
something special”’ are gaing fo receive
the most consideration by the doctors.

We believe Wayne measures up in all
instances and this can be evidenced by
the fact that three prospective doctors
who have visited Wayne have indicated
they want to come back for a second
look. This In Itself, Is encouraging.

We give our full support to the program
and we urge others to do likewise, We
have competent doctors in Wayne and
they are providing excellent medical care
for the area. But there Is just so much
they can do and they need heip.

To say atftracting doctors to rural areas
such as Wayne would be a major
understatement. Going to the doctor is
not as simple as one might like to
believe. Though the human body and its
manifestations of lliness and disease may
not have changed fundamentally over the
tast century, the complex nature of our
health care system demands that one
learn to understand the choices it offers.

Unfortundiely, for many rural Nebras-
kans choices are timited. Community-
based health services are often non-
existent or very limited. Though 40
percent of the state’s population resides
in 81 rural counties (countles with popu:
latlons under 25000) only 17 percent of
the physicians are located in Wayne and
the other 80 rural counties.

The Rural Health Manpower
Commission and the University of Neb-
raska Medical Center Rural Health Task
Force have made recommendations to
the Medica!l Cénter that efforts be made
to recruit more medical students from.
rural areas to expand the Depariment of
Family Practice, to increase contacts

-~ between ryral practitioners and the Medi-

cal School.

LB 884, a student loan bill receiving
favorable response In the legisiature to
date, has been formulated to provide
incentive for medicat students who agree
to practice in rural Nebraska communi-
ties. Loan forgiveness would be granted
to those who actually practice there and
a penalty of $5.000 assessed to those who
do not practice there.

Beyond access. are the questlons of
quality and recognitions for special
needs. One dimension that warrants
special mention is the higher than aver-
age percentage of elderly in rural com-
munities. Some counties have up to 20
percent of their population over the age
of 65, far higher than the U.S. average of
10 percent. Nebraska ranks 4th In the
natign in this comparisan.

This indicates an area of many potent-
lal service .needs from transpartation,
home health or nursing home care, chore
services, friendly visitors, to physlcan’s
services. But it Is also an area requiring
much more sensitivity than pragrammed
responses can be bullt into theilr “'fast’”
and heavily red-taped services. Some
communlties already naturally help out
their etderly citizens by giving them
rides to the store, church, doctor, or
soclal events, enabling them to continue
their sense of involvement and ability to
care for fhemselves.

Rurat peopte have had to evolve with a
strict Independence from outside ser-
vices. This could make it hard to
maintain respect between old timers and
health care workers. For example, -health
care workers coming into @ community
with their ldeas of the necessities of
madern health. Adjustment to the physi-
cal process of aging is a hard job that
some people want to do in their own way.
while others want help. Sensitivity to
those needs must come from more
sources than just health care workers.
