Big Increased Cost of Labor.

To give the reader an exact idea
of how the cost of lahor has ad-
vanced in-the operation of raitroads
we quote the following increases
in the daily wage from 1900 to 1914,
a period of ouly fourteen years. In
the case of engineers it increased
from $3.68 per day to
increase of 36 per cent.

While these advances have
proven a great baen to the nearly
two million men cmployed in the
railway service and increased their
capacity -to buy from merchant and
farmes, they have exacted many mit-
lions anuually from the railroads
themsclves—all of which made the
general public richer, but the roads
poorer. In 1900 the railroads paid
$1.44 per ton for coal. Now they
pay $181. Then they paid 38 cents
for ties. Now they pay 52 cents.
