I'hiv i what happened at the accident north-
Wayne when three people were killed
and seven imured. Patrolmen, ambulance drivers
and others wha could help were hindered in getting
to e seene and in getting to the vietims.

Probably no one lost their life because of
this, but just try lo visualize your own anguish
W hnowing a son, daughter, husband, father or
other 1elative needed help and because the people
who heard the siren and saw the flashing red
Lyt away, vour loved one might
lose his life,

he trooper at the Dixon County accident sald
he had to slow to 10 miles an hour due to conges-
tion, ile safd there were several who were helping
with lights and in other ways to yive those still
in the cars every possible chance to go on living
but there were many more who had no right to
be there.

I'he situation continued into the next day
s people drove to the scene, parked and walked
up to see the wrecks and the blood-spattered
interiors of the cars. As a result, a six-year-old
Loy atmost ot run over there.

State troopers are in charge at accident
<ivenes and they are responsible (or controlling
vnlookers and helpers. Just think how this hard-
warking patrolman might have felt had a boy been
mued or hilled while he was in charge of an
accident investigation.

Ihe first concern of any officer, ambulance
nurse going to an accident scene is to
ininred. Those who are dead are beyond

east ol

could nol stay

et oot
help the

their help. Anyone ‘who is not authorized on the
scene is only a hindrance and possibly could delay
help a few seconds—a few seconds that might
mean a matter of life or death for someone.

No one has time to jot down the license platé
numbers or the names of people who crowd
around such scenes ‘of suffering. It's too bad
someone can't do this sometime so later when
those who caused delay express regret at the
injuries and deaths they can be asked if they really
helped in any way by being present on the scene.

What is this ghoulish desire on the part of
some people to see accident victims and the
wreckage on the spot”? You can be sure they are
not the vnes who have to investigate. Troopers
and other law offlcers drgad the scencs they
come upon when called to accidents and go to the
wrecks with heavy hearts to do a job that must
be done.

Your responsibility at an accident scene is to
pet out of the area. If you must do something,
you can be deputized to divert traffic, to keep
onlookers from reaching the scene and in other
ways glving the authorized personnel every chance
possible to give the accldent victims every chance
possible.

The siren and flashing red light of any emer-
gency vehicle are not invitations to follow. They
are warnings to pull to the side and let someone
gzet to where they are needed as soon as possible.

Selective Service Board, anyone
registered for the draft should
keep the board Informed as to
whereabouts. Before gping
abroad, the board should be noti-
fied.

For instance, a youth might
have a chance to visit Furope
in the summer. To be safe, it
would be necessary for him to
contact the board to see If there
were any obligations (physicals,
induction, etc.) which might be
interfered with If he were not
in the area. If there were none,
the board would be able to give
him a permit to depart from the
United States.

Selective service has a board
at Wayne and at 4,086 other
polnts throughout the nation. They
are coordinated by their respec-
tive state directors and in turn
the natlonal headquarters coor-
dinates that set-up. The Selective
Service System 1s an independent
agency of the executive branch
of the federal government and
through its director is respon-
sible directly to President John~
son.
