CountyValuationUnchanged

Wayne County officials received word I'riday
from Murrell B. McNeil, sceretary of the State
Board of Fqualization, that valuations in Wayne
County will remain unchanged.

After reviewing the Abstracts of Assessment
as submitted by all counties and reviewing the
evidence at the eight reglonal hearings held by the
state tax commissioner July 10-25, the Statc
Board of Fqualization and Asscssment determined
that certaln changes were necessary in order to
conform to law.

Commissioner McNeil had informed Wayme
County Assessor lenry Arp several weeks ago
that the Board proposed a raise of 25 per cent
in taxable rural real estate values and raises of
13 per cent in urban real cstate values.

It would have meant that if the mill levies
remained the same, real estate owners in the
county would have been paying larger tax bills
this vear.

A public hearing on the proposed valuation
increase for Wayne County and the other 17 countias
In the Northeast District wus held July 21 at
West Polnt,

Wayne County officials protested the increase
through thelr ad valorem tax consultant, Hollis W.
Gustafson of Lyons, Gustafson at one time worked
in the State tax department.

After presenting sections of Nebrasia law,
establishing a legalbasis for his protest, Consultant
Gustafson pointed out at the West Point hearing
"Market value concept protects all taxpavers and
assures them of fair treatment by a method of
evatuation which is clear, concise and equitable.
Anything less than a market value appraisal
leaves the taxpayver with a just complaint, no place
to go and no practical remedy."” He continued, "
this situation, the taxpayer would not only have
to prove the value of his property, but he would
have to prove the relative value of his neighbor's

property. ¥ the appraiser sticks with the marhet
value concept, the taxpayer with the just complaint
only has to show how his assessment stands with
relation to market value,”

Gustafson then noted, "Muy I emphasize here
that to ascertain this market value he should employ
all possible appraisal approaches—cost, income
and sales date Insofar as each 1s applicable.
Som2 kinds of properties are not normally bought
and sold but they do have a market value, The
process of ascertaining it 1s more sophisticated;
hut that is no reason to abandon the goal. This
puts all properties on the same level for ad
valorem taxation.”

Continuing, the Lyons resident explained, "No
one can claim speclal privilege and no one suf-
fers particular abuse. All are measured by the
same yardstick. Political Influence, special privi-
lege and particular position on value are removed
as factors when the assessors stay with market
vatue,”

Tater In his protest of increased valuation,
Gustafson said that it would appear that atolerance
should be given. He thenasked, '"Would you consider
the tolerance In the assessment of cows when
market value could be $100 to $500, yet assessed
at one price. Would you consider all types of
livestock—what about the price of day old pigs to
those within one day of being two months old—
all assessed at the same value. Check the statute
for valulng livestock and look at all the "statutory
built-in tolerances."

"Would you consider the assessed values of
motor vehicles of any given year, make or model
and consider the tolerance allowed by the State
Board of Equmlization. Two cars—the same year,
make and model—one car has been driven 100,000
miles; the other has been driven 5,000 miles—
vet they have the same assessed value.

This should be enough alphabet soup to make
the point: Our natjonal manpower education-train-
ing-coumseling program has developed, tragically,
into a monstrous tangle. Since a new era in voca-
tlonal education was laimched in our land by passage
in 1962 of the historic Manpower Development and
Trainlng Act, our politiclans have strung together
a hopelessly complicated patchwork of vocational
efforts,

So befuddling has the patchwork become that
Federal agencles are issulng special "reference
guides” to help observers sort out the different
Job training programs. New agency after new
agency has been added to the lengthening strand
of organizational beads.

It has reached the point where the cities
are running out of Federal funds for one type of
job training program while untouchable surpluses
pile up for another almost ldentical program.

There has been some consideration and dis-
cusslon concerning the hard-surfacing of the road
from the Experimental Station east to N-3, A com-
mittee of three: E. G. Lundahl, Wakefield; Clifford
Gotch of Allen and Don Macklin of Emerson,
recently went to Lincoln and met with Governor
Tiemann and State Engineer Nuerberger todlscuss
such a hard-surfacing project.

In Nuernberger's letter written to this office
July 23, he stated, "The construction statis of
this particular segment of road from the Ex-
perimental Station east to N-9 Is highly dependent
upon the enactment of the current package of high-
way legislation.

in operation almed at various groups ranging
from teenage dropouts to the elderly poor, re-
tired farmers, migrant workers, slum dwellers,
ex-servicemen, the physlcally handicapped, the
mentally handicapped, the vocatlonally handi-
capped . . . and the socfally handicapped.

Among the Federal agencles deep into job
training and all too frequently offering overlapping
services are: The Departments of Labor, Com-
merce, Interfor and Agriculture; Health, ‘Educa-
tion and Welfare's Public Health Service, Office
of Education and Social Rehablilftation Service;
the Department of Housing and Urban Develop-
ment (HUD); the Office of Economic Opportunity;

We hope the Federa! authorities can work out
a program whereby lump sums of Federal money
1s allocated to State governments to use in meeting
each State's most urgent manpower needs. This
would substitute for our present approach of passing
out dollars on a program-to-program basls with
year-by-year funding,

vote 39-6. It provides for the functional classifica-
tion of every mile of Nebraska's public roads,
streets and highways.

Three revenue bills which would boost highway
allocation funding by $19.5 million a year are:
L.B1300, passed Thursday, which calls for boosting
the state gas and dlesel fuel taxes from seven and
a half cents to eight and a half cents per gallon;
LB1303, also passed by the Legislature Thursday,
provides that half of the state sales tax collected
from the sale of motor vehicles be dedicated to
highways; and LB1304, which raises the auto
reglstration fee from $9 to $15.50, is to have final
reading today (Monday).

At elght and a half cents per gallon, Ne-
braska's gasoline and diese! fuels tax will be
one of the highest in the nation when it begins
Jan, 1.,

Labor and costs of material have followed
the inflition spiral along with everything else,
hence good roads cost_more today than several
years ago., Nebraska n?eds good roads and an
all-weather hard-surfaced road from the Ex-
perimental Station east to N-9 would certainly
prove advantageous to many. Let's remember,
however, that as we demand better roads, our
public servants in Lincoln must find new ways
of funding our “wants". More than likely few
people will kick against increased fuel taxes
and registration fees If they can see such monies
really being put to work for everyone's advantage
in traveling across country. — MMW,

Dear Editor:

The letter which appeared in
the July 28 edition of The Wayne
Herald in reference to the forth-
coming city election on the City
Complex bond is a welcome in-
vitation to réacquaint the voters
with the facts concerning that
proposal. As time passes each
new issue seems to be clouded
by events preceding it. This is
a critical time to stop and re-
assess our present position.

In 1967 a bond issue in the
amount of $72,000 was proposed,
voted upon and defeated. This
proposal was for an addition to
the west side of our present City
Hall and would consist of 4,752
square feet. This addition would
have housed five fire trucks. It
also included the remodeling of
the existing ground floor of the
City Hall into business office
and city clerk space. At the time
this issue was presented to us
very little, if any, information
was spread about the city office
space which was included. This
issue failed by a small margin.
Some contend that if adequately
informed of the complete nature
of the project, we, as voters,
would very Hkely have approved
it. i all the information o this
issue had been brought to light
and discussed broadly we. will
concede its chances of car
might have been better. '

In the April election of 1968
you and 1 approved a bond issue
in the amount of $30,000 for the
erection of a four stall fire sta-
tion addition on the west of our
existing City Hall. This addition,
with the two existing stalls in
the City Hall would have provided
the fire department with six stalls
of fire truck parking. After this
issue passed and the fire depart-
ment representatives along with
the City Council butlding commit-~
tee and its engineer met to work
out the details of the construction
some disenchantment arose with

5

the building equipment specified,
the amount of space provided,
the type of construction and the
general facilities provided, Some
question was raisedastowhether
this was even the proper type
facility to be erected.

Given this situation, and at the
request of the fire department
and with the consent of the City
Cowmeil, the Task Force of the
Wayne Chamber of Commerce
was asked in October to probe
into the matter along with the
Building Committee of the Fire
Department and make a recom-
mendation based on these joint
findings to the City Council, This

‘- was done. In February of 1969

the Task Force with the Fire
Department presented a written
report of its recommendations
at a meeting with the City Coun-
cil.

During its research the Task
Force discovered that buildings
of a similar use to the one which
concerned it had been bullt in
other communities such as Til-
den, Laurel and Homer. & also
discovered that because of our
fire zone regulations certain
types of construction utilized fn
these other bulldings to reduce
cost could not be approved local-
lv. Because of the attachmeut to
an existing brick faced structure
#t also appeared justified to
recommend the use of brickonthe
new structure and, while more
costly at the outset, it would
eliminate future additional main-
tenance of block walls while pre-
senting a better appearance. At
the sametimeallthe construction
on this bullding was to be done
by the contractor with nane of
the work reserved for the City
or Fire Departments. Additional-
1y, Wayne is providing for fuhme
growth in the new building, not
bullding simply for the present.

All the while the Task Force
was becoming more familiar with
the problems confrontingthe Fire
Department, an awareness — the

ful answers— cm?onted the

bers of the Task Force. This
must have been llke the aware-
ness of the City Counc¢il whichtwo
years earlier had foreseen the
need for new facilitles for city
offices and which had not been
able to generate erfough public
opinion or even provide enough
information to the voters to show
them the need for the city office
space.

We were convinced that thelr
jdea was baslcally sound, that
we as citizens of a community
which we want to,grow must
provide expanded office space
out of which our biggest business,
the city itself, could operate. If
you guard tax spending very
jealously then take a good look
at the decislon you are being
asked to make. The single largest
direct non - capital expense which
our city has I8 its payroll, the
galaries and wages pald to the
men and women employed by you
and me to conduct the affairs
of the community. Do you want
your employees to return
the best work they are capable
of? 1T do. Under the existing
cramped, nolsy and over-crowded
conditions it's difficult to imagine
that they are able to work to the
best of their ablilities, We spend
$178,000 annually for ACC city
employees’ salaries, Is a one-
time $138,000 too much to ask
for greater efficiency and better
organization and coordination of
departments with multiple use of
common facilities? Restrooms,
lobby and waiting room, meeting
rooms and common utilization
of heat and cooling would result
in the City Complex. A study
of the plan will indicate a good
use of the space proposed.

The City Complex plan differs
primarily from that proposed
two years ago by the addition
of space to the north of the pres-
‘ent City Hall. This addition com-
prises 3,745 square feet and with
the other space in the building
brings the total feet by which the
current plan surpasses the pre-
vious proposal to 2,368 square
feet, The best discussion and
explanation of current space:
needs and the solution proposed
is laid out in a brochyure entitled
Proposed City Complex—
Wayne, Nebraska. Get a copy at
the city offices, the Chamber of
Commerce office or at efther of
our banks and read ft. Then go
fnto your city offices, fire de-
partment and police department
and see for yourself what the facts

are. :

As for the wrgency or lack of
urgency for the creation of the
City Complex we need only ook
at what our council has

I willbe the last to stand against
the’ proposition that Wayne Clity
and Wayne County should enjoy
common facilities, not only on
a sheriff-police level, but with
all offices houses under one roof.
Our largest citles in the state
are just now moving in this direc-
tion. & has taken special legis-
latfon, years of work by comncils
and boards to come to common
thinking on sharing facilities.
How far along are we with this
consolidation in Wayne County?
How many times have our city
and county met together to dis-
cuss the ldea? What does a straw
poll of councilmen and cowunty
commissioners reveal regarding
the immediate fate of this idea
in Wayne? What citizen groups
are now working to promote such
a coordination of resources and
facilities? I fear this solution is
a long way off,

Most of us are aware of what
has been called the "taxpayers
revolt” at the end of this decade.
Our federal government has
money and credit to put men in
space — on the moon — to fulffll
a committment made early in
the decade. Yet at a level of
government where you and I can
see direct benefits to our com-
munity are we to close our eyes
to Immediate needs and bind the
hands of the city government
for which we are most directly
responsible? Responsibility {8
the key word in this {ssue. Re-
sponsibility for the things which
we need most and yet are least
appreciative of until we don't
have them — fire protection, se-
curity of our property, our basic
utilities, and the right we haveto
complain to our couricilman when
the services are notdsgoodoras
prompt as we think they ought
to be. This is neither the time
nor the issue on whichto revolt.
Let's pay our $2,03 per thousand
of assessed valuation per year
to make sure these services con-
tinue and improve.

Our rural partners in the fire
district who have purchased three
new fire trucks during the past
20 years have been very patient
the past two years in walting
for us to make our decision on
when to erect this truck housing.
Owr responsibilty in this
partnership is to do just that —
house thelr trucks and man them.

We boarded our jet at 3 a.m.

"We landed at Shannon, Ireland,
to refuel and were given one hour
to shop for souvenlirs.

"Our Jet, which held 250 pas-
sengers, flew at 41,000 feet at
a speed of 600 miles per hour.
We landed at thé beautiful Frank-
furt terminal at 4:30 Monday.
(Time changes can get you con-
fused r0 you just set your watch
as you go along). The German
buses were walting to take us
to the breathtaking city of Wurz-
burg. We again rushed tothe ag-
gage claim where Nancy and Ro-
ger were walting with smiles to
take us to their home.

"Wurzburg was something to
sece. Beautiful flowers withlarge,
bright, healthy blooms were
everywhere. We spent Monday
evening visiting, and toured the
comntryside Tuesday, visiting
castles, cathedrals, German
cemeteries and many other inter-
esting places, We slept under
feather ticks: they are so light
and 'so comfortable. In the day-
time the ticks are aired in the
open windows. People arefriend-
ly and accommodating.

"Bicycles, with haskets on the
back and fromt, are the main
means of transportation,and bar-
ley, rye and alfalfa are the main
crops. You also see grape vine-
yards everywhere you look. Hay
is seythed and raked by hand,
then put on tripods to dry.

"Families work hard and al-
wayé together. The children go
to school mornings year round
and work in the fields in the
afterncon with their parents, who
take the noon meal to the flelds
with them. If a farmer is fortu-
nate enough to own a tractor,
there is a seat on the left fender
for the wife. The wife wears
dresses, never slacks, jeans,
etc.

"One never sees dust; every
inch of ground is wtilized and
every blade of grass saved. The
prized Brown Swiss milch cows,
which are kept in the barns at
.all times, are ‘beautiful and In

Tcellent condition.

*Babies are pushed in plush,
gorgeous baby carriages. The
little ones are dressed to per-
fection and are loved by all,

"Thore are many cars in Ger-
many, especially Vollswagens
and other small forelgn makes.
Traffic moves fast and everyone
must look out for himsed, -
