~nt Is ''too big" to understand. lIoldinK to that opinion, 
such persons may .'n"ow apathetic toward even nuking an 
attempt to un4crstand what happen .. to thclr hard-earned 
dollars. ' 

The taxes you pay annually into the Wayne County 
treasury are earned by your Inltlatlve. You have every 
right In the world to know exactly whal haplX'np;; to every 
ccnt. No one Is mQre Interested fn v6ur knowing where 
your tax money Is spent than thOse people whose dailv job 
tt Is to run the affalrs of COWlt} government. 

To begin with, we live in a country where we, the 
citizens, are the government. Through e'e('ti( \s we select 
those people who fWlCtiOO in office" of governn 'ntalauthor-

tty. They, In turn. abide by the laws which we have ""Itten 
ror ouTlelves 00 county, state and natlcnallevels. 

County offlclals are elected by county residents. The 
o((lc1316 are given the dlroct reSpG1slbUlty 0( keeping the 
cOll'lty's business affairs ruMIng smoothly. thereby pro­
viding Wayne County citiZens wfth those services· they 
dem.md. 

Those of uS living In Wayne COWlty want good law 
enforcement, good schools" good roads and bridges, weed 
controls, a welCare system, and a court system to provide 
justice. We also want attractive commw,tttes with librarieS. 
Plrks, good streets, fire i:lepartments, hospitals and re­
creation. All of these programs need mooey to make them 
possible. 

A government of the wople, by the people and for the 
people turns to the people fdr the necessary flOlds to support 
the projects the' people desIre. The process by which people 
go to themselves for needed ftmds Is taxation. 

Wayne County needs someone to decide, through a 
system of valuation, what each resident of Wayne Cqun!y 
Is to be taxed for his or her share In supporting various 
programs. The value 0( all the property In the county needs 
to be determined and people tax themselves through the 
countv government on what ~hey own. The individual elected 
b) the people to do this work for them Is called an as­
sessor. 

IIe:1ry Arp Is the present assessor of Wayne County. 
lie, of course, works In cooperation with other assessors 
in '\cbra5ka and the State Tax Commissioner to work out 
a prOl{ram by which those In \\'ayne County pay about 
the same amount on what they own as those who live In 
other counties pay on similar properties. 

To handle these thousands of dollars In tax money 
count)' resident6 elect a person to act as their treasurer. 
(\lr present Wayne County Treasurer is Lema Bahde. 

Her duties consist ooslcally of collecttngand dtsperslng 
funds. Wayne County Is like a large b.Jslness corporation 
and each taxpaver Is a stockholdero The treasurer handles 
the collection ~f monies coming into the county treasury 

and writes check!; to.pay the county's oblteatlm •• 
'" 1be treasurer act. as collector and"...custodtan 01 an 
ltate. co;tmty, school, cit}, and village taxe. AI well as 
special taxes for local Improvements. She dePOlits INch 
fqnds Into banks designated by the commtssimer •• 

AmOM other duties the treasurer at the ('aunt)' aend. 
tax notices. Issues driver's liC'enJes, motor vehicle lI­
censes, collects sales tax on motorvehlcleo,keepss record 
at all mooey collected for each rural flrtt dhrtrlct In the 
e<Qlty and tssues check!; to the flre district treuureTli 
upon request of the fire district otflcers and keep. a rrconi 
at all monies collected for each school district In ttwo 
county, plus Issuing che<'ks to the school treasurer \r.t' 
order of ' the school board of each dla:trlct. 

The county treasurer a1so maintains a record at the 
funds of' each town In the county and distributes the COIl­

soltdated funds to them as requested. 
Wayne Counh' residents elect three mt'n who are 

"commissioned" t~ oversee the county'S business affairs. 
The three men presently seriring as commlssiooers arc 
George Stob of Carroll, John 5urber 0( Waynt> and Roy 
Davis of Winside. sto12: Is chalrmUl ot the commissioners 
who meet on the first and thlrd Tuesday" of each month 
at the courthouse. 

Even as all good businesses are run on a bl..!dget) so is 
cOlUlty government. The commissioners, being d~ectly 
responsIble to the people In Wayne County. want to see 
that all the programs desired by the COW'lt)' residents 
are carried out. This, of course, demands adequate mon~y 
necessary for the operation 0( each county office. 

The commissioners know that the people In the cOWlty 
need to have ac('urate records maintalned for them 80 It 
Is necessary to have a clerk. ~orrls Weible is presently 
the clerk of Wayne COtmty.

Is Your Child Taking the Tour? 
Adventure Is important to thlldren. Real or 

Imagined, adventure plays a great IXlrt In the dally 
actIvIties of a growing youngster. A child's hnag1na­
tion, like that of an ,adult. is the mental haroor 
In which many hours of entertainment are spent. 
In fact, Dr. ~xwelt Maltz, author of "Psycho­
Cybernetics" writes that our minds react 1:Bsically 
the same toward reanty or that which Is merely 
Imagined. It Is Important that Jl1rents understand 
this as they rear otrspring. 

Children are always "on tour" observing the 
world around them. What they ·see makes a great 
Impact upon their understanding and formation 
of opinions about things. 

\\"ould you take your chtld, for instance, on 
tour of murderer's row each day to visit with 
thof;e .who have killed?Wouldyou acqualntthem wlth 
robbery, brutality, violence, drugs, tobacco, al~ 
cohol, and a lot of gutter...type language? While 
it is true you would not "take them" on such a 
tour, you allow the electronic tube in the front 
room to grab your child's Imagination for a dally 
tour of such violence and according to the Na­
tional Commission on Violence (NCV), "Violence 
00 televIsIon encourages violence in real life." 

The NCV accused the television industry last 
week of "pandering to a public preoccuPltion with 
violence that television ftself hashelpedtocreate." 

"It is reasonable to conc lude," the commis­
slm said, "that a constant diet r1 violent behavior 
CIl. television has an adverse effect 00 human 
character and attitudes. Violence on television 
encourages violent forms of behavior and fosters 
moral and social values about violence bt dally 
Itte which are unacceptable in a civi11.zed society." 

Children begin to absorb the lessons of 
television before they can read or write. Many 
youngsters are taken on a dally tour, via TV,...of 
a world of pollce hrterrogations, gangsters, beat­
Ings, spies, kUling, shooting, robberies and "get 
even" attitudes. 

The commission noted, "TelevJslon enter­
tainment based on violence may be effective 
merchandising, but it is an appalling way to serve 
a civilization .•• " 

According to th~ NCV statistics, chfldren and 
adolescents are the heaviest viewers of television, 
with some children in the lower income families 
watching their sets five· to seven hours each 
weekday. 

It might also be wise for parents to check 
some of the movies their offspring see. Violence 
makes up the plot In awroximately 80 per cent 
of Hollywood's productions.
