Nebraska's pheasant popu-

lation was probably not badly af-
fected by the” Feb, 22 blizzard,
but the state's quail suffered
some loss, according to Game
Commission biologists.
*~They estimate that losses —im
the state's bobwhite so far have
been a bit heavier than normal,
But, the biologists were dquick
to point out that the quail popu-
lation ig quite resilient and pre-
dicted that the bobs will be able
to make up for the loss next
nesting scason if more severe
winter weather does not cut into
the remaining breeding stock.

Both of this winter's major
blizzards struck hard at the
state's primary quail range in
southeast Nebraska. The most
recent storm was less severe
in terms of wind and low temp-
erature. but, its late arrival
caught the birds with lower re-
serves of body fat and less food
and cover available.

A better idea of quail lbsses
will be available when informe
dtion Is compiled from biologists
and-conservation officers across
the states—

The situation was complicated -
somewhat in northeast Nebraska,
however. Flood waters covered
much of the choice lowland cover
as the latest storm hit, and hobs
there mav have had a difficult
time finding suitable shelter from
the blizzard.

This winter’s two blizzards il-
lustrate an ever-increasing prob-
lem of declining habitat in Nebr-
aska, according tothe Game Com-
mission. Every year, more of the
state’s native grasses, weed
patches, and timbered areas are
cleared, leaving wildlife with
little food and cover to see them
through the winter storms that
are common in the state.

Little can be done for birds
at this time, since the cover
they need now was destroyed last
summer and in previous vears.

Crime Survey Is Completed

An eight- counts surver of
police, prosecution, court and
penal institution practices by the
Region 11 and 25 Joint Plan-
ning Commission for law enforce-
ment and criminal justice is now
completed, according to Norris
Weible, crime commission sec-
retary.

The survey, first of its kind,
was carried out last year and
covers law enforcement prac-
tices throughout the eight con-
ties during a period from Sept.
1, 1968 to Sept. 1, 1969.

Prime object of the surves was
to determine the criminal case
Ioad in each county. Counties in-
volved Include Wayne, Dixom,

~ Madison, Pierce, KnoX, Antelope,

Cedar and Stanton.

Richard Mueting of Norfolk,
crime commission consubtant,
explaiged garlier, “Specifically,
the survey seeks to determine
what differences and similarities
exist in the daily implementation
of Nebraska's criminal law b
police, prosecutors, judges and
Jailers."

County officers including at-
torneys, judges, sheriffs and
clerks of district courts were
contacted as main sources of in-
formation far the survey.

Akhough ‘Norfolk and Wayme
are not comparable in population
or size of police force, the sur-
vey made the comparison since
the communities are the onlytwo
in the reglon with policé forces
larger than a few men.

Norfolk has a polce force of
20 men plus two policewomen for
a population of 16,300. Wayne's
farce consists of six men for a
population of slightls more than
5,000,

The survey states that mest of
the procedures followed by the
two police departments are sim-
ilar except some matters are
hnadled in Wayne more informal-
Iy than in Norfolk. For example,
Norfolk‘s police are to advise a
suspects of his constitutional
rights at the time of arrest
whereas Wayne's policy depends
o the circumstances of the case
I'he same applies to questioning
a subject at the scene of arrest.
Norfolk's police-do not do so and
Wwayne's police may or max not,
depending upon the circum-
stances. Norfolk’s policy re-
guires a search afler eacharrest
and Wayne's policy in the matter
is flexible.

Differences noted between the
two law enforcement agencies:
Norfolk’s department does not
allaw officers to file complaints
in their ownname whereas Wayne
doegs;_in Norfolk all arrests are
turnkd over for prosecution, but
the survey said this Is not true
in Wayne.

In regard to court procedures,
Norfolk officérs do not tell their
side of a stort to the judge out-
side of the presence of the de-
fendant and do nat suggest sen-
tences to the judge, however
Wayne officers do this [n *some
cases, the survey “said.

Both Norfolk and Wayne police
departments use outside law en-
forcement facilities or experts
and require their officers to
study new techniques and legal
developments.
