Teachers in northeast Nebraska are
having to settle for minimal raises in
thelr base salarfes and minor Increases
in other salary benefits as the taxpayers'
concern over higher and higher taxes
begins filtering down tg school boards.

Winslde's school board only recently
approved a salary schedule which re-
sults in an increase in the base salary
fromé $6,200 to $6,300. The base salary
i ‘that pald teachers with a bachelor's
degree and no experiericeé. The schedule
contains only minor changes in the area
providing for more pay for more educa-
tion and experience.

The schedule for teachers in the
Wayne-Carroll school system will be a

major topic of discussion during the
school board meeting tonight (Monday)
The schedule which has reportedly been
worked out by the teacher-board commit-
tee will amount to salary increases
amounting’ to something close to cost-
of-living increases.

The school boards are in a very
delicate- . position when salary negotia-
tions roll around each year. They must
provide-a salary- schedule which-is both
competitive with others in the area and
attractive to the quality of teachers they
wish to employ. Not only that, they have
to please their comstituents. it's no easy

the world famous astrologer. . ,"? Even Brandeis In Omaha

Dr. Michel-Gauquelin, a French psychologist and author
of many books pertaining to astrology, conducted a fascina-
ting survey into computer horoscopes In France. He tested
4 leading French computer-horoscope outfit by sending them
10 anonymous birthdates, each one being that of a notorious
Freneh eriminal, The results were htlarious.

One of the more interesting cases among the 10 was
that of Dr. Marcel Petiot, a physician in France during the
last war. Petlot had a habit of convineing people that for a
fee he could guarantee them a safe passageway out of
Nazi-held France to South America. When clients arrived.
he took their money, murdered them and dissolved their
bodies in vats of quicklime. Although convicted of mnly
23 murders, he once boasted of at least 60. What comment
had the computer on the doctor? We read: "He may appear
as someone who submits himself to social norms, fond of
propriety, and endowed with a moral sense which Is com-
forting — that of a worthy, right-thinking, middle-class citi-

Another case was that of the famed Priest of Uruffe,
who had killed his mistress. In January of 1958, he received
a court sentence of hard labor for life. But the computer-
horoscope for that day was quite benign: "The subject 1s
open to various manifestations of love, affection, sympathy,
or favor from others.” Incidentally, since 1958 the priest
has pulverized enough rock to hard surface the state of

Jacques Marie, a Frenchman who killed his wife on
March 2, 1966, and then proceeded to kill himself, also
had a paradoxical horoscope. "The marriage,” says the
computer, "has a good chance of being harmonious and

Indeed, the remaining seven cases were just as em-
barassing for the computer. Dr. Gauquelin sheds some
light on the reason why when he wrote:

Ninety per cent replied positively when
agked if the computer agreed with the opinions of family
and friends concerning their personalfties as described.
“Nothing 1s so easy as to deceive one's self; for what
we wish, that we readily believe.” — Demosthenes.
