Dr. Gourley sald that the seve-
rity of contamination in: each
participant wilt be measured by,
comparing ~the levels. of an
enzyme — acetylcholinesterase
- in each of the blood samples.

Acetylcholinesterase, he ex-
plained, ’ist necessary for the
proper function of the nervous
system, but overexposure to the .
pesticides can réduce the
nzyme o dangerously low

levels, which would be apparent
in the second blood sample.

“f we find any participants
with a serum cholinesterase
level below 70 percent of the
normai amount, it means
they're getting too much of the
pesticide.‘and further utilization
could be dangerous,” said” Dr.,.

Divorce and separation is the
most important factor in the
growth of fernale-headed fami-
ties, he said, with the number
tripling from 694,000 in 1960 to
2.36 milllon in 1970. The. percent
ot female-headed famlies as a
resutt of being widowed dropped
from 52'in 1960 to 32 in 1976,
white the percent divorced iri-
creased from 15.4 to 32.6 during
the same period. During the
same 16 years, the number of
unmarried female-headed fami-
lies increased from 8.4 percent
to 13 percent.

In regard to the unwed single-
parent family, Dr. Porter said
U.5. adolescent childbearing
rates are among the worid's
highest: One out of every ten.
17-year-old girls in the U.S. is a
mother, and 16 percent of.these
girls have two children.

With one-fifth of all adolescent
births out-of-wedlock, therein
lies a Major problem, he contin-
ved: ‘“effectlve parenting re-
quires a level of maturlty sel.
dom reached by the mother of
high scheol age.”

Dr. Porter stressed that single
parents “have feelings, ideas,
dreams and hoges iike everyone
else. They are unique persons
whose choices or misfortunes
have brought them 1o their
-current circumstances.” The
variations of uniqueness among- -
single parents make" it difficult
to generalize on their reactions
to bereavement. or divsice, he
said, as wéll as on efforts fo be
of assistance.
