Chase of Alten learned at the age of 20 he
would Hlever walk agaln, or have the use of
his arms and hands

He would never again play football, one of
the four sporfs he lettered in at Alien High
School

Never again would he sland behind the
meat counter. joking with the customers at’
Allen’s Cash Store, where he had been
employed fuil fime about a year

He couldn’t dress himsell, comb hus hair,
fix his own dinner plate, get in and out of
bed. brush his teeth, hold a pencil. climb a
stair  or feel 8 hug

"1 JUST wanted to die,” says Brent. who
today drives a specially equipped van each
day to attend ciasses al Wayne Stale Col
lege

Today. Brent lives in his own apartment
n Allen, cooks many of his ewn meals,
dresses himself, gets in and out of the bed
and showers by himsell . and iooks for
ward to the day when he graduates trom col
lege and begins a new carcer  one that
allows him to be as independent as possible

BRENT'S COLLEGE classes, including
economicy, Htespan development group
dynamics, and reading and study skills, are
preparing him for a career as a counselor

He admits that money was his primary
reason for returning 10 school in search of a
Hte career

"Money i5 a necessity,” says Brent. "'I'm

tired of being poor **

THE DATE was Feb. 14 1980, when

Brent's world was turned upside down.

- -t the wee hours of the morning. alone in
his car. Bren!t suddenly lost control ot his
vehicle nearly three miles south of Allen,

The car rolled twice betore coming to rest
in a tield, leaving Bren! pinned with a

broken neck
He remainied pinned in the car nearly one.

ha!t hour before beling freed by members of

the Allen Rescue Squad

THE RESCUE Unit fransported the young
Atlen man to St Luke's Medical Center in

Sioux City

It was there Brent learned of the life he

was destined to live a3 a quadripleglc

Black’s Medical Dicltonary defines
quadripiegia as paralysis of the tour limbs

of the body

Brent's paralysis was caused by damage
to the sixth and seventh vertebraes of the

spinal column

Since his spinal cord injury two years
age, 27 year oid Brent Chase of Allen
questions just how much work is being
done 9 end the problem of both acute and
chronic spinal cord paralysis

In a recent newsietier of the Spinal
Cord Soclety, to which Brent betongs, the
question ls asked why no concerled ef
forts have been made to reverse acute
spinal cord injuries

The Spinal Cord Society Is a national
organization which reports each. month
on cure research and treatment for
spinal injery and related problems

DR. CHARLES E Carson, president of
the Splnal Cord Society. reports that
vosnmony was heard inthe U S House of
Representatives trom some of the most
reputable investigators and inshitutions
n the nation

They reporled that scientitic medicine
can end the probtem ot both acute and
chronic spinal cord paralysis

They supported H R 4358, a biil design
ed 10 speed up theirr work 1n this area

Testitying before the house. (n
vestigators said passage of the bill was
needed. no! because the idea of cure has
been invalid. byt because (s achieve
men! has long been blocked by a detfec
tive support system

DR. CARSON said despite the fact that
spinal cord injury paralysts resutting
from a broken back or neck s one of the
wors! aftiictions known ta man. medicine
paid It Iittle altenhon bacause most peo-
ple died from 1t

More research, treatment sought

Since World War 1. according to Dr
Carson. the use of anti biotfcs and other
means have enabled most to survive,
although their suttering Is so great many
have etected suicide rather than the liv
ing death of a chromc spinal cord infury

DR. CARSON said in the last 15 years it
has been known that many permanent
spinal cord injurtes could be prevented
by swift intervention through several dif
terent means invalving surgical decom-
presslon, control of blood tlow. cooling
technigues, steriods, and oxygen

“"Now. sald Dr Carson. ‘it appears
certain that chronic, or old, Injuries,
which constitute 99 percent of the total at
any one Hme, can also very probably be
reversed

"'Yel,"” he says. “'we have gone right on
condemtig another 10,000 young people
every year to a lifetime of misery

WHY IS this?

Dr Carson says the answer, while not
complicated, 15 not - generally
understood

It 15 best summarized.” he says, “by
two words - money and inertia ’

Carson said spinal cord injured people
have come Jo be regarded as another
“resource.’” much the same as oll,
farmland. or cancer, in a society bent on
cannibalizing itselt

DR. CARSON says spinal injured have
been converted into a ‘‘resource’’
because every year in this country bet

‘

ween three and five billion dollars are
taken from the Iinjured and thelr
families, - for medical treatment,
rehabliitation, appllances, drugs, In
surance, government bureaus, research,
and quackery

Estimated costs of lifetime care for the
spinal injured, according to Carson,
range from 592,000 to $400,000.

initial haspitalization runs between
$10.000 and $15,000 for each injury, says
Carson, adding this is usually followed by
at least six months ot rehabilitation at
88,000 a month

Dr. Carson says $60,600 in medica! ex-
penses for the first year of injury are
what 10,000 newly injured people face
each year in the United States

“LIKE ANYTHING else In the history
of science,”’ said Carson, “'the pleces of
the puzzie are all here, scattered ahout
someplace, waiting to be put together.””

Carson said fhat both research and
treatment of spinal cord injury need to be
under one authority, to coordinate
research and development In one na-
tional program with a definite set of
prioritles, with resources, and time-table

- organized toward a definite completion
date

“With coordinated and centrallzed
research; says Carson, the latest
research results could be clinicatly ap-
plied and monitored in ene -place, pa-
tients could receive the swift treatment
s0 essential to initiat progress, and ade-
quate and relevant statistics could be
kept and daily appiled.’
