“Farm women are interested
from the standpoint of better in-
comes for their families and
they also are concerned with the
creation of better farm homps
through soil conscrvation prac-
tices. Town women are interest
ed becauss the stability in prices
and supplies which the AAA pro-
vides ‘makes better budgeting
possible. They, too, realize thai
better incomes for farm families
means more work and more bugsi-
ness for breadwinners in . cities
and towns”, Mr. Podoll declared.

Washington, D: C.,—It appears
in the anmial news review that
there are about 187 thousand
manufacturing establishments tn
the United States and that they
pay out someWwhere around 13
billion dollars in wages and gal-
aries and an additional 36 billton
dollars for materials, . Then fol.
lows terrific struggles to pay a
large number of taxes, The value
of the manufactured products
exceeds 60 billion dollars. The fig-
ures may be dry; but they are
staggering.

High on the list of industries
with the annual value of their
produets running more than 3
billlon dollars each are steel ana
motors. In the class over 2 bil-
lion annually are perfumes, cos-
metics and toilet preparations,
meat packinig, motor bodies and
motor vehicle parts. More than 1
billion in  value indugtries are
bread and bakery prodlicts, elec.
cal machlnety and suppltes,
printing and publishing, boots
and shoes, canned and bottled
goods, chemical products, yarn
and thread, flour and grain-mill
products, metals, paints. .

That’.s the way millions of peo-
blé earn their living. The millions
of human beings depend upon
thgir employers, and these em.
ployers could not move their
machines without their workmen.

First of all, the United
seeks to be neutral;

American reséarch laboratorigs,
in which they have found that in
coal, water and air’ there are ma-
terials from which to make our
new fibers, textiles, dyes, per-
fumes, medicines, plastics.
Through laborious and Scientific
research and changes_the chemi-
cal industry has modernized their
products. They have created
great varietjes that have in-
creased employment until at pre-
sent there are 40 million jobs in
the chenifcal industry.

The United States Bureau of
Cénsus supplies statistics show-
ing the remarkable increases in
the”number of workers earning
wages in chemical manufacturing
regions. Mines, farms, forests,
sea and air all add raw materials
to.the great chemical-process in-
dustry. '

The forward movement of
chemical progress is revealed in
the fact that versatile synthetic’
resins  and the semi-synthetic
plastics, cellulose, nitrate, cellu-
lose acetate, cagein, and soy-bean
and certain petroleum distillates
have been developed commercial-
ly at high speed these past ten
years. To a degree they have
successfully displaced glass,
wood, metal, rubber, Bone, paint
materials, textiles. Plastics may
be roughly classified into. the
vegetable-fiber group — cotton
linters, wood pulp. The synthetic
resins are acid or mineral bases.
The proteins are cdsein, soy-
beans. .
